Plain navy or black (no decorations, logos etc) top coat to be worn over blazer, not denim  
Scarf (optional) in school colours 
Regulation navy skirt of a suitable length purchased from Grantham Clothing or Downtown from £12.99   
Plain ‘Walton green’ long sleeved blouse (to be worn with tie) from £9.95  
Plain ‘Walton green’ blouses open neck style with half sleeves £9.50 
Plain navy tie £2.95 (Lower School), Navy/green striped (Upper school) £2.95  
Plain navy cardigan or navy V-necked sweater or one which allows the blouse collar to be seen, from £13.95. (Not in ‘sweatshirt type’ material) 
Plain black hard wearing school shoe, flat soled or low heeled footwear suitable for use around the school site and that provides 
appropriate safe protection in science labs and workshops – No trainers or boots. 
Plain natural, black or navy tights or plain white, navy or black socks    
Hair accessories, if worn, should be navy, black or dark green   
Craft apron for Art and DT £4.00 
Apron for Food Technology £4.50 (to be purchased at the school) 
Students should have a strong bag for books.  Students also need pen, pencils, ruler, crayons and mathematical instruments.   
 
PE Kit  
 
All PE clothing must be named on the outside of the garment so as to be clearly visible.  
Shirts and sweatshirts on left hand sleeve; skirts, shorts and tracksuit bottoms on the left side.
